· Talk about who is in your family, their names and whether they are a brother, grandad, uncle etc. Talk about family photos together.
· Draw pictures of people together – either with paper and pens, or chalk, with sticks in the mud or paint brushes and water outside! Help your child to learn how to make a round shape for a face, add eyes, nose, mouth, legs and arms.
· Show your child and talk about old photos of when they were babies and when you were a child yourself!
 
Story Time
Children who have had lots of books read to them at home, who enjoy looking at books with adults and who have talked lots about stories are much more likely to succeed in reading and writing later on. Aim to read a book together at least once per day – adding it to a bedtime routine is perfect.

Nursery Rhymes
 
Singing nursery rhymes together is very 
important. Children love to sing and learn rhymes, especially during times of bonding, such as at bedtime. Rhymes can support early number knowledge, confidence, imagination and speech development.
 
We have Rhyme Time in school where we teach children new songs and play games related to them. You will get a paper copy of the rhymes every fortnight. Please practise singing these songs at home – we want children to be able to sing most of the words eventually.
