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If your child has wet or soiled themselves, we will help your child to get clean and changed. Please let us know if you are not happy with this arrangement and would rather we contact you in the event your child has an accident.
The stories we will be focusing on are:
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Learning about fire safety at home:
 
· Check your smoke alarm together and talk about what to do if the alarm sounds.
· Talk about how adults ring 999 in an emergency.
· Teach your child to remember their home address, including the number they live at.
· Talk about things that are hot and dangerous at home like radiators, the fire, the cooker
· Pretend to be fire fighters together. You could build a fire station den or a fire engine and race to emergencies together!
